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Installing the Trunk Drawer 3.
1. Open the trunk lid. Pull down the trunk upper trim
panel (four clips).

¢ First drill with a 3 mm drill bit, then with a 6 mm
drill bit, and finish with a 10 mm drill bit.

*  Wrap each drill bit with electrical tape 10 mm
(0.4 in.) from the tip, or use a drill stop. Do not
drill deeper than 10 mm.

»  To prevent metal shavings from falling onto the
trunk floor, place a blanket over the trunk floor.
