repeat the resetting several times, paying close
attention to the 5 second time limit between
steps.

e [f it still does not work, go to B-CAN System
Diagnoses Test Mode A in the service manual.

USE AND CARE

Clean the door visor with mild detergent and water. Do not
use organic solvents (thinner, benzine, alcohol, etc.) or
cleaners containing any abrasive material.
