e Be careful not to damage the finished surfaces of
the body when installing the fender flares.

e This fender flare kit should be installed only when
the ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or
above.

¢ To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the
vehicle for 24 hours.

* These instructions show the left fender flares being
installed; the same procedure applies to installing

the right fender flares. LEFT FRONT

2. Using the alcohol pads provided or isopropyl
alcohol on a shop towel, thoroughly clean the front
fender where the fender flare will attach.

3. Onthe inside of the left front fender flare, attach a
strip of masking tape to the end of each adhesive
backing. Fold the ends back, and tape them to the
front of the fender flare.

9. On the inside of the left front bumper flare, attach
a strip of masking tape to the end of adhesive
backing. Fold the ends back, and tape them to the
front of the fender flare. Remove the small piece
of adhesive backing from the top of the front
bumper flare.
