INSTALLATION

Installing the Front Bumper Flare

1. Locate the two dimple marks on the front bumper.
Slide a spring nut over each of the two marks.

Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures
should not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

» Be careful not to damage the finished surfaces of
the body when installing the fender flares.

» This fender flare kit should be installed only when
the ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or
above.

» To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the
vehicle for 24 hours.

* These instructions show the left fender flares
being installed; the same procedure applies to
installing the right fender flares.

* This fender flare kit cannot be installed on a
vehicle equipped with a full nose mask.
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2. Using one alcohol pad provided, thoroughly clean
the area where the front bumper flare will attach.

3. Peel back one inch of the adhesive backing, and
attach it to the front of the front bumper flare with
masking tape. Remove the small piece of adhesive
backing from the top of the front bumper flare.
