the bases. Tighten all knobs firmly and evenly.

NOTE: The crossbars must be at least 24 in.
(610 mm) apart for safe use.
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Rotate the buckle up to “lock” it into the base.
Repeat this step at the remaining bases.

Pull the end of the attachment straps to secure Surfboard Removal
the surfboard to the carrier. Make certain all
mounting hardware is secure, then tighten as
necessary.

1. Open the latches to loosen the attachment straps.
