NOTE: This interior panel kit should only be installed if
the ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or above.
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Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the
areas where the interior panels will attach.

Remove and discard the center adhesive backing
and the small pieces of outer adhesive backing.
Attach a strip of masking tape to the end of each
remaining outer adhesive backing, and remove
40 to 50 mm (1.6 to 2.0 in.) of the adhesive
backing. Fold the ends back, and tape them to the
front of the panel.
