INSTALLATION

• The rear lower trim cannot be installed on a vehicle 
equipped with a trailer hitch.

1. Lift or jack up the vehicle as described in the service 
manual.

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2. While wearing gloves, remove the 10 clips that 
fasten the rear bumper trim to the rear bumper, then 
remove the rear bumper trim from the rear bumper.

3. Install the rear lower molding to the rear bumper with 
six clips.

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7. While wearing eye protection, drill holes through the 
centers of the six dimple marks. First drill with a 3 
mm drill bit, then finish with a 9 mm drill bit. Remove 
any burrs from the edges of the holes with a file.

8. Install six rivet nuts in the holes in the positions 
shown. Follow steps 9 through 13.
