INSTALLATION

Client Information: The information in this installation
instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

* Thoroughly clean the bottom of the body between the
front and rear wheels.

¢ Be careful not to damage the body paint finish.

¢ These instructions show the left side running board
being installed; the same procedure applies to
installing the right side running board.

1. Turn the steering wheel fully counterclockwise.

Install
the two brackets B on the vehicle frame with four
flange bolts for each. Do not tighten the flange bolts
yet. Make sure the flange bolts are installed in the
correct positions.

NOTE: If there is undercoat on the body surface
where the brackets will attach, use a scraper to
remove the undercoat before installing the brackets.
If necessary, clean the threads using a tap. Take
care not to damage the paint finish.

Turn the steering wheel all the way clockwise, and
repeat steps 2 thru 22 to install the right running
board.
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
