19. Start the engine. Push down on the driver's window
completely, then hold the switch for 2 or more
seconds.

20. Pull up on the driver's window switch to close the
window completely, then hold the switch for 2 or
more seconds.

21. Lower and raise the driver's window to check
operation of the driver’s window AUTO function.
