Client Information: The information in this installation
instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle.

NOTE:
¢ Do not damage the vehicle during installation.

¢ This kit should be installed only if the ambient air
temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above. Heat the interior
trim and bonding surface with a hair dryer set on LOW
if the ambient air temperature is below 15°C (60°F).

¢ Align and install each piece carefully. Attempting to
detach the double faced tape may damage the part or
deteriorate the bonding performance of the double
faced tape.

Attaching the Driver’s Interior Panel
1. Using an alcohol swab, thoroughly clean the area
where the driver’s interior panel will attach.
