1. Open the trunk lid. Remove the six self-tapping
screws and two clips from the rear bumper.

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2. Oneach side, release the 12 hooks by gently pulling
the rear bumper away from the body.

3. With the help of an assistant, remove the rear
bumper (four hooks, and unplug the two vehicle
connectors). Place the rear bumper on a blanket to
prevent damage.

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Using a pushpin, pierce the centers of the six scribe
marks on the rear bumper.

While wearing eye protection, drill the six pierced

marks using a 3 mm drill bit, then finish with a 10 mm
drill bit.

Using a deburring tool, remove any burrs from the
holes.

Peel back approximately 40 mm (1.5 in.) of adhesive
backing from each adhesive tape, and tape the ends
to the front surface of the left rear under spoiler.

2 ADHESIVE BACKINGS
Peel back 40 mm (1.5in.) and
tape them to the front surface
of the left rear under spoiler.

Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the
surface where the left rear under spoiler will attach.

Allow the surface to dry before going to the next step.
