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INSTALLATION

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft codes for the 
audio and navigation system (if equipped), then write 
down the audio presets.

2. Open the hood. Remove the front bulkhead cover 
(four clips and two hooks).

3. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

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4. Open the trunk. Remove the trunk floor and the tool 
box spacer.

5. Pull away the weatherstrip, and remove the trunk 
rear trim panel (four clips, four hooks, and two tabs).
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6. Remove the trunk front trim panel (two clips and four 
fasteners).

7. Pull away the weatherstrip, and remove the trunk left 
side trim panel (two clips and four hooks).

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8. Remove the trunk light lens (two tabs).

9. Pull down the trunk upper trim panel (four clips).

10. Remove the six self-tapping screws and two clips 
from the rear bumper.
NOTE: If equipped, remove the rear splash guards.
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11. On each side, release the 12 hooks by gently pulling 
the rear bumper away from the body.

12. With the help of an assistant, remove the rear 
bumper (four hooks, and unplug the two vehicle 
connectors). Place the rear bumper on a blanket to 
prevent damage.

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13. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the 
area where the 2A rear sensor fuse label will attach.

14. Attach the 2A rear sensor fuse label to the sensor 
harness fuse case.

15. Attach the control unit bracket to the control unit. 
Note the direction of the control unit and control unit 
bracket.

16. Plug the sensor harness 14-pin connector into the 
control unit.
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17. Loosen the two vehicle bolts on the left side of the 
trunk.

18. Slide the control unit bracket over the two vehicle 
bolts.

19. Tighten the two vehicle bolts.
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20. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the 
area where the urethane tape will attach.

21. Cut one urethane tape in half. Attach the two halves 
of the urethane tape around the vehicle panel hole 
as shown.

22. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the 
area where the buzzer will attach.
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23. Remove the adhesive backing from the buzzer.

24. Align the center of the buzzer with the center of the 
vehicle panel hole, and attach the buzzer to the top 
of the vehicle panel.

25. Secure the sensor harness to the vehicle harness 
using one wire tie.

26. Route the sensor harness 2-pin connector as shown.
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27. Plug the sensor harness 2-pin connector into the 
buzzer harness 2-pin connector.

28. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the 
areas where the aluminum tape will attach.

29. Cut one aluminum tape in half. Secure the sensor 
harness and buzzer harness to the vehicle panel 
using the two halves of the aluminum tape.
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30. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the 
area where the aluminum tape will attach.

31. Secure the sensor harness to the vehicle panel 
using one aluminum tape. Secure the sensor 
harness to the vehicle harness with one wire tie.

32. Secure the sensor harness to the vehicle harness 
using one wire tie.
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33. Remove the vehicle grommet from the vehicle rear 
panel.

34. Route the sensor harness along the vehicle harness.

35. Route the sensor harness through the vehicle 
grommet hole, and seat the sensor harness 
grommet in the vehicle rear panel as shown.
NOTE: Do not pull on the sensor harness when 
installing the grommet.
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36. Secure the sensor harness to the vehicle harness 
using five wire ties.

37. Install the holder to the sensor harness 6-pin 
connector.
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38. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the 
area where the holder will attach.

39. Remove the adhesive backing from the holder, and 
attach the holder at the position shown.

40. Remove the three cap nuts from the left taillight.

41. Release the two hooks and two pins, and pull the left 
taillight out toward you.
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42. Unplug the vehicle harness 2-pin connector from the 
left taillight 2-pin connector.

43. Plug the sensor harness 2-pin connector into the left 
taillight 2-pin connector, and plug the vehicle 
harness 2-pin connector into the sensor harness
2-pin connector.

44. Secure the sensor harness to the vehicle harness 
using one wire tie, and reinstall the left taillight.
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45. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the 
areas where the aluminum tapes will attach.

46. Secure the sensor harness to the vehicle panel 
using two aluminum tapes.

47. On the inside of the rear bumper, locate the four 
preset marks. Using a pushpin, pierce the bumper at 
the center and the top of each of the four preset 
marks.
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48. While wearing eye protection, use a 3 mm drill bit to 
drill all eight pierced points from the outside of the 
rear bumper.
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49. While wearing eye protection, use a 24 mm hole saw 
to enlarge the two outboard lower holes from the 
outside of the rear bumper.

50. Remove any burrs from the drilled holes.
NOTE: The sensors will not seat properly unless the 
burrs are removed.
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51. While wearing eye protection, use a 26 mm hole saw 
to enlarge the two inboard lower holes from the 
outside of the rear bumper.

52. Remove any burrs from the drilled holes.
NOTE: The sensors will not seat properly unless the 
burrs are removed.
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53. Install two center sensors (blue) and two corner 
sensors (white) into the rear bumper.
NOTE: The sensor tab must be positioned at the 12 
o’clock position for the sensor to operate correctly.

54. Install the four sensor clips.
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55. Plug in the four subharness 2-pin connectors to the 
two center sensors and the two corner sensors.

56. Secure the two clips on the subharness to the ribs on 
the rear bumper.
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57. Repeat step 56 on the other end of the rear bumper.

58. Secure the two clips on the subharness to the center 
sensor clips.

59. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the 
area where the aluminum tape will attach.

60. Secure the subharness to the rear bumper using one 
aluminum tape.
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61. With the help of an assistant, move the rear bumper 
close to the vehicle. Plug the subharness 6-pin 
connector into the sensor harness 6-pin connector, 
and reinstall the rear bumper.

62. Check that all wire harnesses are routed properly 
and all connectors are plugged in.

63. Reinstall all removed parts except for the front 
bulkhead cover.

64. Reconnect the negative cable to the battery and 
check the operation of all of the lights.

65. Reinstall the front bulkhead cover.

66. Enter the anti-theft codes for the audio system and 
the navigation system (if equipped).

67. Reset the clock on vehicles without navigation.

68. Check that the back-up sensors work properly as 
described in the user’s information manual supplied 
with the back-up sensors attachment kit.
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Buzzer Volume Control

The volume is set to maximum. The volume level can be 
adjusted by turning the volume control knob on the control 
unit using a small flat-tipped screwdriver. 
NOTE: Do not turn the volume control excessively, it may 
damage the control unit.
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
