3. Place a clean drain pan under the radiator drain
plug, then remove the drain plug from the bottom of
the radiator to drain the coolant. Remove the radiator
cap to increase the flow.

NOTICE: Radiator coolant will damage paint. Quickly
rinse any spilled coolant from painted surfaces.

NOTE:

» Always use Acura Long Life Antifreeze/Coolant Type
2. Using a non-Acura coolant can result in corrosion,
causing the cooling system to malfunction or fail.

* To avoid burning out the element, do not operate the
engine block heater until itis installed in the vehicle and
you have added coolant.

1. Allow the engine and all cooling system components
to cool down.

2. Open the hood. Remove the front bulkhead cover
(four clips and two hooks).

13. Using a 19 mm socket and a 3 inch long extension,
remove the drain bolt and washer from the engine
block. Remaining coolant will drain from the engine
block when the bolt is removed. Retain the bolt; it will
be used if the engine block heater is removed.

NOTE: Use a new washer if the drain bolt is
reinstalled.

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14. Install the engine block heater with the aluminum
washer into the drain hole using a 24 mm socket.

Torque the engine block heater to 60 N-m (44 Ibf-ft).
