Type 2. Using a non-Honda coolant can result in
corrosion, causing the cooling system to malfunction
or fail.

* To avoid burning out the element, do not operate the
engine block heater until it is installed in the vehicle and
you have added coolant.

Client Information: The information in this installation
instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft codes for the
audio unit and navigation system (if equipped),
then write down the radio station presets.

2. Allow the engine and all cooling system components
to cool down.

3.  Remove the left engine room cover (one clip,
three pins, and one tab).

Remove the cover
and radiator cap to increase the flow.

Check the coolant reservoir for correct level and
check the cooling system for signs of leakage.
Repair as necessary.

Put the drain bolt and washer (removed in step 16)
in the glove box.

Enter the anti-theft codes for the audio unit and the
navigation system (if equipped), and reset the radio
station presets.

Reset the clock on the models without a navigation
system.
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
