Reinstall all removed parts except for the front grille
cover and the intake air tube. Make sure the heater
harness sits in the slit as shown in step 24.

Reinstall the radiator drain plug.

Remove the radiator cap and fill the system with the
recommended coolant. Follow the instructions in the
Service Manual to fill the cooling system and check
for leaks. In particular make sure that there is no leak
around the engine block heater.

Make sure that the heater harness is routed properly
and all connectors are plugged in.

Reinstall the radiator cap.

Put the drain bolt (removed in step 14) in the glove
box.

Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.
Reinstall the front grille cover and the intake air tube.

Press and hold the radio power button for two
seconds to restore radio and navi (if equipped)
system functions.

Reset the clock.

Restore the systems back to normal operation as
described in the Service Manual if necessary.
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
