3. Remove the cover. Place a clean drain pan under the
radiator drain plug, then remove the drain plug from
the bottom of the radiator to drain the coolant.
Remove the radiator cap to increase the flow.

NOTICE: Radiator coolant will damage the paint.
Quickly rinse any spilled coolant from the paint.

Client Information: The information in this installation
instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

* Always use Acura Long Life Antifreeze/Coolant Type 2.
Using a non-Acura coolant can result in corrosion,
causing the cooling system to malfunction or fail.

¢ To avoid burning out the element, do not operate the
engine block heater until it is installed in the vehicle and
you have added coolant.

¢ Follow the same procedures to remove the vehicle
parts for A-spec models.

Make sure that there are no leaks
around the engine block heater.

Make sure that the heater harness is routed properly
and all connectors are plugged in.

Install the radiator cap.

Put the drain bolt (removed in step 14) in the glove
box.

Connect the negative cable to the battery.

Press and hold the audio unit power button for 2
seconds to restore audio and navi (if equipped)
system functions.

Set the clock on vehicles without navigation.

If necessary, restore the systems back to normal
operation as described in the service information.
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
